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Foundation Protective Behaviours Training, as a tool to address Child Sexual Exploitation and Domestic Abuse in Northamptonshire Schools
This course is open to Head Teachers/ Deputy Head Teachers, DSLs or PSHE Co-ordinators in Northamptonshire Schools. (2 people from each school) The course will also accommodate PCSOs from your local area, to encourage community cohesion and sharing of good practice in the community.
This two day course is now available on a first come first served basis to schools who haven’t already completed their PBCSE training last academic year. Thanks to funding from Northamptonshire Police we are able to offer this at no charge to schools, in conjunction with Northamptonshire Educational Psychology Service and the Protective Behaviours Training Partnership. This includes the ‘Taking Care’ Resource Pack from Warwickshire for all primary schools to teach Protective Behaviours to all year groups from Year R to Year 6 and a selection of posters and leaflets. 

During 2015/16 there were 121 schools trained and resources given to these schools. Children and young people have used Protective Behaviours to enable themselves to feel safe again, by talking with someone when they recognised they did not feel safe.

Day One of the course will cover the whole of the PB process and Day Two  will consist of a recap of the process, consider various applications and examine the ‘Taking Care Pack’ developed in Warwickshire and see how it can be used in your primary school. The pack provides lesson plans from Reception through to Year Six and a comprehensive approach to using PBs throughout your school.  Secondary school staff will have the opportunity to plan how to use PBs in their own school.
On Day Two we will also focus on: 

· The definition of Child Sexual Exploitation & spotting the signs
· Using the Northamptonshire Tackling CSE Toolkit to help develop your policy, practice and resources for staff, pupils and parents

· Consider how the use of PBs could affect school input on CSE and improve awareness of CSE in your school 

· The Blue Butterfly Project, which has already reached more than 1500 children in Northamptonshire schools and teaches children to recognise their ‘butterfly feelings’ when they don’t feel safe. They are encouraged to talk with an adult they trust, to help release the butterfly. The concept is relevant to both primary and secondary aged children, although delivered in primary schools.
On successful completion of this course, attendees will receive log-in details to access on-line resources to support the application of PBs.

The Foundation course is the pre-cursor to attending a 4 day Specialist Practitioner course. Both Foundation and Specialist Practitioner courses form part of the Protective Behaviours Train the Trainer Pathway. Each school will be given Powerpoint Presentations to share with the school community to raise awareness of Protective Behaviours and how it can be used to address issues including CSE and Domestic Abuse and to work with local police personnel.
